This could be the
start of something
big!

There’s Carnival in Rio
and Mardi Gras in New
Orleans, but the latest is
the International Fes-
tival of Masks in Los
Angeles.

Over the years, the
Festival of the Masks
evolved from a small
community gathering
into a world class event
that draws over 50,000
spectators and partici-
pants. Itisa two day
festival, highlighted by
the Parade of Masks on
Sunday morning. The
parade includes artists,
dancers, musicians,
participants from
community centers, boy
and girl scouts and local
schools. Nearly 1,400
adults and children from
over 30 groups dance
and cavort down
Wilshire Blvd., stopping
at different points along
the route to do “mini
performances” for the
viewers. The Brazilian
group with it’s samba
music blasting into the
crowd from two large
over-the-cab speakers
brought up the rear at
this year’s parade. The
street filled as the
spectators fell in behind
the large, feather-
covered truck, moving to
the hypnotic drum beats
of the samba. Dancing
and shimmying, the
crowd followed the
group into the actual
festival grounds, where



they could see and hear performing groups on the
festival stages, buy hand-crafted items from any of
a number of ethnic vendors and/or indulge their
taste buds at the international food booths.

The stages had all manner of performers and
performances from lands as far away as Bulgaria
and Egypt to the east and Japan and Burma to the
west (or is it Far East?). And from as close as our
own back yard, with Native Americans performing
‘spirit’ dances.

From India, there was Ramaa & Swetha Bharadvaj
and the Angahara Ensemble doing a dance illus-
trating the story of “The Lion, the Jackal and the
Bull”, a powerful Kuchipudi dance that is part of

their dance theater production, “Panchatantra”.
The choreography of “Pachatantra”, based on 2,500
year old animal fables, is based on the pasupakshi
gati (gaits of the animals and birds) recommended
by Sage Bharata 3,000 years ago, and the dancers
convey emotion through expressive body move-
ments.

Representing Latin America, there was the Ballet
Folklorico Ollin, the Ballet Folklorico Viva
Panama, the Bolivian Diablada, the Cheremoya
Escola de Samba, Viva mi Patria Bolivia, Kiruba (a
~ indigenous Ecuadorian group) and the Xipe Totec
Danzantes Aztecas, amongst others.

The Ballet Folklorico Ollin, presented a suite of
dances from the Mexican states of Veracruz and
Michoacan. The city of Veracruz, in the state of
Veracruz, exemplifies a mixture of Spanish,
Caribbean and indigenous influences. The term
“jarocho” represents the blending of these cultures.
Included in their performance was La Danza de los
Vigjitos (the dance of old men), in which Tarascan
dancers (the indigenous Indians of Michoacan)
wore old man masks to represent the elders who
teach the younger generation Tarascan history and
culture through dance. Mainly performed during
religious fiestas in December, it holds religious
significance since it is believed that the spirits of
old age and death are frightened off when con-
fronted with such energetic, vigorous old men.
Another dance included in their presentation was
the “Los Moros” Dance, depicting St. James, the

struggle against the Moors in ancient Spain. The theme of Los Moros is the
triumph of good over evil -- a theme that holds particular significance to the
Indians of Michoacan. Despite the influence of other cultures, the Purepeche
and Tarascan Indians have been able to preserve their own customs and tradi-
tions.

The continent of Africa was richly portrayed by Onochie Chukwurah, a Nige-
rian storyteller and Esuah, a Cameroon dance ensemble performing the dance,
Nyaka, in which a masked stilt-walker represents ancestors to be honored. Also
performing were The Nigerian Talking Drum Ensemble, the Puppetman, repre-
senting North Africa with a performance stemming from a traditional autumn
festival in which farmers dance and sing to bring rain, and the Sona Sane West
African Dance Ensemble.

Then there were the Eastern and Far Eastern groups, ranging from the San
Fernando Mugen Taiko drum ensemble and Sandra Mizumo Posey, a Japanese-
American story teller, to the Lion King performance of the traditional Lion
Dance, which incorporates choreographed martial arts. the Lion Dance origi-
nated in China where lions were believed to be noble and courageous. The
ritual is always celebrated at traditional festivals since it is believed that the
lion will scare away evil spirits, preserve good health and bring good luck and
prosperity to the community. Korea was also well represented, with the Eung
Hwa Kim Korean Dance Company’s performance of “The Puppet Dance”, the
“Drum Dance”, a basic type of Buddhist ritual dance, and “Tae Kuk”, a dance
characterizing Gisaeng, women who worked as court entertainers. “Cho-Sin”
and “Samut Nori” were performed by the Center for Korean Youth Culture.

The list goes on with the Eagle Spirit Dancers and the Elk Whistle Native Ameri-
can Flute Ensemble representing some of North America’s indigenous peoples,
as well as Grampa John Whitecloud Garcia of the Laguna Pueblo tribe of New
Mexico, Geri Keams of the Navajo Nation in Arizona, and the White Mountain
Apache Spirit Dancers.

Eastern Europe brought St. Anthony’s Tamburica and Kolo Club “Croatia” to
the festival, as well as the Koroyar Folklore Ensemble, performing a suite of
dances from Bulgaria and Macedonia.

The number and quality of performances and performers was astounding, and

enough cannot be said in an article of this length. And the festival is grow-

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ar away the lone voice of the puxador

starts the samba. A thousand more

voices join, and then the drummers
kick in -- 600-800 drummers from the top
16 samba schools. From afar, the parade
looks alive....it’s a throbbing beast that
slowly nears, pulsating. The booming drums
drive the parade. The samba doenredo is
the loudest music you’re likely to hear in
your life. This is the begining of carnival!

Carnival in Rio is a spectacular event. It’s

a rousing, pre-Lenten celebration that’s
more exciting there than anywhere else in
the world. The paraders begins with mod-
erate mayhem and work themselves up to a
high plane of frenzy. The streets are
crowded and insane. The beat of the samba
is everywhere and the city molds itself into
one swaying unit and dances for four days
and nights. Wealthy, spaced-out foreigners
descend on Rio en masse, get drunk and/or
high, and everyone comes a bit unglued.
Apartment rates and taxi fares triple and
quadruple, and some thieves keep to the
spirit of the season by robbing in costume.

The excitement of Carnival builds all year.
The pre-Lent revelry begins well before the
official date of Carnival with samba tapes
flooding the airways and open rehearsals at
the samba clubs. In the Sambodromo, an
arena built for Carnival, the Brazilians of
the 16 top level samba schools, prepare all
year for their hour of glory.

The schools are social clubs for the com-
munities as well as places that showcase
dancing talent and, at times become step-
ping stones to greater fame. Some samba
schools have risen above the status of mere
hang-outs. They are stratified and competi-
tive, though they still function as commu-
nity centers. The schools actually start pre-
paring for Carnival as early as the preced-
ing August, when each school picks a
theme. By November, the schools have de-
cided upon its main dancers, are choreo-
graphing the dance, writing the songs, and
making the costumes.

The costumes that the people wear at Car-
nival are the product of months of pains-

taking preparation. The top performers of Rio parade their dazzling costumes to the
thunder of the drums. The enthusiastic members of these schools range in age from 4
years to 70.

Rio’s first samba school was founded by a group of Black samba musicians in
1928. The schools have all been based in the city’s poorest communities and anyone who
can afford the time to rehearse and the money to pay for their costume can perform with
the samba school in the big parade, which lasts from Sunday evening to Monday after-
noon. Thousands of Rio’s very poorest inhabitants participate even though the cost of
the costumes is very high. Many of them go without meat for several months to pay for
them. They rehearse for many hours each day, for 7 months before the big parade. Then,
out of the dark, crowded shacks of Rio’s slums, they emerge for this parade, miracu-
lously transformed in gaudily brilliant costumes. Carnival is their escape from a relent-
less, dreary, hungry existence.
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The actual parade (Desfile das Escolas de Samba) is a competition between the
samba schools. Judges base their decisions on such criteria as the percussion, harmony,
samba, story line, costumes, and the total effect upon the crowd.

A school can have as many as 5,000 members parading, and they are broken up
into wings called alas. The “samba machine” controls the procession and school and
keeps time for the percussion and dancers. The introduction of the samba school is by
Abre-Alas, the spreading of the wings. The school is made up of the beteria, the percus-
sion players; passistas, the best dancers; the porta-bandira, mestre-sala, the dance mas-
ter and flag bearer, who anchor the school; and finally, the school director. Two other
necessary and important components of the school are its allegoric floats, which are used
in many ways, from holding some musicians to introducing the school, and the requisit
Baianas section, which is in homage to Brazil’s roots in Bahia and the African culture
that is so dominant there. The winners parade the following weekend.

The parades begin with a special opening wing, or abre-alas, which always
displays the name of the school and the theme of the escola (school). Though the pre-
sentation has some unifying message, some social commentary...economic criticism, or
a political message, it’s usually lost in the glitter. The abre-alas is then followed by the
commissao de frente, who greets the crowd. The escola thus honors its elderly men for
work done over the years. The main wings of the escola follow with big allegorical
floats; the children’s wing; the drummers; the celebrities and the bell-shaped baianas,
twirling in their elegant hoop skirts. The baianas honor the history of the parade itself,
which was brought to Rio from Salvador de Bahia in the 1800s.

The first carnival occurred in Salvador, in 1884. History states that carnival
was originally created as an alternative to the more frenzied, fierce festival of Entrudo.
The problem was that Entrudo was elitist, only for the rich who held lavish masquer-
ades that excluded the poor. The reaction of the poor was to crash the parties in resent-
ment. The rich and the poor had many heated physical encounters. Eventually the poor
revolted and Entrudo turned into a mini-war. The press, the government, and the citi-
zens of Salvador became tired of the fighting and in 1884, Carnaval was invented as a
democratic and more peaceful alternative to Entrudo.

Entrudo was inherited by the wealthy of Salvador from the Portugese. Origi-
nally conceived in a distant and murky form during the Roman period, it was a festival
paying homage to Dioynsus, elaborated upon by Julius Caesar. With the growth and
domination of Christianity, the Church declared that the festival could only take place
before Ash Wednesday. Irreverence was excused before Ash Wednesday but not after.

Eventually the festival spread to Portugal and through Portugal, to Brazil. On
it’s arrival in Brazil, it was called Entrudo. Around the second half of the 18th century,
complaints about Entrudo surfaced. Yet, it’s real exile was directly connected to Salvador’s
growing prosperity. More money spread to more hands, and the local merchants began
to realize that Carnival was profitable, so, Entrudo fell out of favor. Public parties be-
gan to replace the private ones in theatres, clubs and stores. The government and the
police began to sponsor and host parties and fashion competitions. Special costume groups
formed in the city and began to show all the new styles and designs. With Entrudo’s
coffin sealed, Carnival became the battleground for power.
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The middle class formed a club called Clube Carnivalesco Cruz Vermelha which
dressed up a car for the parade, creating a crude sort of float. This soon reigned as the
main attraction of the Carnival. Simultaneously, the aristocrats formed a club of their
own and began to host public balls and vie for status with the Cruz Vermelha (the Red
Cross). Each wanted recognition as the cornerstone of the festival and to dictate its
flavor.

By the turn of the century, the carnival had swollen in numbers and popularity.
Initially, it was a festival of White people and European culture that started in Europe as
a pagan celebration. Though incorporated into Catholicism in Southern Europe, it was
a pre-Christian phenomenon. Blacks did not participate and African drumming was not
a part of the parade. Gradually, with the introduction of samba, Afro-Brazilian music
and dance began to influence the event in the Rio de Janiero Carnival. In Salvador,
African themes and racial pride dominate today’s Carnival. Through Carnival groups
known as Blocos Afros and Apoche, Afro-Brazilian music and dance became a part of
the city-wide celebration.

In its present form, the Carnival is only about fifty years old. The celebration
begins on Friday night with the Mayor of Rio handing the keys of the city over to Rei
(King) Momo of Carnival. Fancy costume balls begin everywhere, with the first official
one at the Yacht Club. Saturday is the street carnival with bandas (bands), small groups
with rhythm sections and participants wearing scanty costumes. From Sunday night
through Monday afternoon, there are the famous samba school parades that highlight
the celebration.

It takes over an hour from the starting point for each school to reach the arena
and the judges stand. The school parades its way past bleachers that house 30,000 gen-
eral admission and 40,000 reserved seat spectators, as well as 3,500 street tables with
bar service and 400 “restaurant boxes” serving dinner to up to 5,000 people. The dance
master and standard bearers waltz and whirl, the celebrities, dancers and tambourine
players strut their stuff. The costumes are always lavish -- 2-meter high feathered head-
dresses, flowing sequinned capes and rhinestone studded g-strings are usually popular.
The floats are loaded down with neo-barogue silver foil and tinsel. Semi-nude bodies
sway to the samba. All the while, the puxador leads in song, repeating the samba
doenredo for the duration of the parade. Garbage trucks parade down the runway, too,
clearing the way for the next escola. Sanitation workers in orange jump suits shimmy,
dance, and sweep, gracefully catch trash thrown from the stands and make their bows...it’s
their carnival, too. The parade continues on through the night and into the morning.
Eight more samba schools parade the following day, and the week after the top 8 schools
parade once more in the parade of the champions.

“Inasmuch as this brings people together, Carnival is promoting political and
social consciousness.” said Corina Brasil, Brazilian dance teacher and choreographer,
“It’s an entire heritage that belongs to everyone who is there, whether they’re dancers or
not. During the Carnival, even people who say they don’t like dancing end up dancing
in the streets. Carnival symbolizes this moment when dance and music really represent
the themes that you don’t see from day to day, but which are inside of “us”. You get the
feeling that we’re equals even though you know there is no situation where society places
us as equals. Everyone dances the same movements to the same music, and that’s ex-
actly the connecting point. Carnival takes the poor away from their poverty and allows
them to forget the overwhelming woes of life.”
